	Synopsis of Recommendations and Discussion


· Comments on draft action plan:

· Find sustainable MOR-EV funding source is KEY

· Expand dealership outreach

· Explore equity issues similar to CA

· Multifamily dwelling key for EV adoption and need plan to address unique EVSE issues.

· Helping get signage up at EVSE locations will be good advertising

· FCEV by end of next year, need to incorporate more Hydrogen infrastructure planning and encourage hydrogen from clean sources.

	Key Notes

	· Charles Carroll, DOS provided updates on the NIST standards related to EVSE.  Method of Sale has been adopted.  Two draft code changes to Handbook 44 have been proposed by a national workgroup, going to regional Weights and Measures conferences in October.  If passed in July at the Annual NCWM meeting in Philadelphia the EV code would become effective in January of 2016. Drafts attached to minutes.
· Steve Russell, DOER - EPRI map on priority fast charger locations so that 95% of the population and travel corridors near one formed the basis for MassDOT analysis of locations (12 locations selected). PON to be released this week for 8 more FC with strong preference toward locating in remaining locations. Christine Kirby updated statistics on MassEVIP municipal and workplace charging grant programs.
· Colin Santulli, CSE discussed MOR-EV statistics and preliminary findings. At current issuance rate, rebate funds will expire in March.   Leaf and Volt >50% of rebates, slightly more own vehicles  (56%) than found in CA. Survey – 47% response rate extraordinarily high.  Adoption motivations; 34% saving $ on fuel, 26% environmental impact and 13% supporting EV technology diffusion (CA trending this way too but HOV access and environmental benefits higher initially). Dealers have been getting the word out on rebates with 54% learning about the rebate at the dealership.  Some travel beyond local dealerships to buy/lease. 25% owners/lessees have access to workplace charging.
· Eric Friedman described the proposed executive agency fleet (about 3000 LDV) fuel efficiency standard that will support the MA ZEV action plan and multi-state MOU goals. Should be in place by the end of October.
· Matt Solomon, NESCAUM provided update on Multi-state action plan – 8 implementation areas led by state working groups that will develop a strategy for completion of best practices and policy recommendations. Several large outreach events coming up for MOR-EV – Alt Fuels in October and January auto show. Several requests for copy of presentation (attached to minutes).
· Ben Davis, DPU provided an update on the grid modernization proceedings for grid mod plans, time varying rates (default service will have TOU, option for a flat rate opt-out) and EVs.  DPU decision “owners and operators of EVSE are not subject to the Department’s jurisdiction under the current statutory structure either as distribution companies, electric companies, or otherwise.” Technical conferences on 10/16 and 11/6 at DPU to address encouraging off-peak EV charging, understand positive and negative impacts, implementation of advanced technologies and other stakeholder comments.
· Watson Collins provided an update on Smart Charging pilot on charging profiles and approaches to encourage grid friendly charging profiles with 105 NSTAR customers with PHEV.
· Suggestions on two discussion items: 
Discuss adding EVSE in tax free holiday weekend.
Check on Vermont building codes for EV-Readiness.  Colleen Quinn provided testimony in NYC that allowing for the future installation of charging infrastructure for EVs could lower installation costs by 60% if included in new construction costs at commercial open parking lot installations. Residential home EV-readiness to install a charging station on a wall is typically $1000.
