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Each state must have in place a State Performance Plan that both evaluates the state’s efforts to implement the requirements of Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) and describes improvement activities. The Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) of the U.S. Department of Education requires that the Early Intervention Division uses the most recent Annual Performance Report (APR) data from six compliance indicators in the State Performance Plan (Timely Services, Initial IFSP meetings within 45 days, Complete Transition Plan, Timely LEA Notification, Timely Transition Planning Conference and Timely Correction of Non‐Compliance) to make formal Determinations annually on the performance of local Early Intervention Programs.
Although the Early Intervention Determinations typically include state measures in addition to the federal compliance indicators, we have omitted these state measures for fiscal year 2020 in recognition of the extenuating circumstances associated with the COVID-19 pandemic and the change from EIIS to EICS.

Massachusetts Part C Local Program Determinations Fiscal Year 2020 

How the Department made Determinations

The Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) of the U.S. Department of Education requires that the Massachusetts DPH uses the most recent Annual Performance Report (APR) data from six compliance indicators in the State Performance Plan (Timely Services, Initial IFSP meetings within 45 days, Complete Transition Plan, Timely LEA Notification, Timely Transition Planning Conference and Timely Correction of Non‐Compliance) to make formal Determinations annually on the performance of local Early Intervention Programs. Each state must have in place a State Performance Plan that evaluates the state’s efforts to implement the requirements of the Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and describes improvement activities. States are required to use the same six categories as OSEP in making Determinations of the status of local programs.  Table 1 summarizes these categories and accompanying actions.

Six Compliance Indicators

1. Percent of children having 100% of their IFSP services received in a timely manner

2. Percent of IFSP clients for whom an evaluation, assessment and initial IFSP meeting were conducted within 45 days of the Date of Referral

3. Percent of children leaving EI services having a complete transition plan

4. Percent of children referred to the public school in a timely manner
5. Percent of children having a transition planning conference in a timely manner
6. Timely correction of non‐compliance (within 12 months)
Given the undeniable impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the early intervention system across the Commonwealth, The Early Intervention Division omitted state indicators and reviewed only the six federal compliance indicators for FY20 determinations.
