PURPOSE: The purpose of this virtual hearing is to provide the public with the
opportunity to become fully acquainted with the proposed Intersection
Improvements at Crescent Street and Chestnut Hill Avenue project. All
comments submitted in response to this event will be reviewed and
considered to the maximum extent possible.

PROPOSAL: The proposed project consists of roadway and intersection
improvements at the intersection of Crescent Street and Chestnut Hill
Avenue in Athol. Other improvements will include reconstruction of a
retaining wall, increased sight distance, improved bicycle and pedestrian
accommodations, a flashing warning beacon, pavement markings, and
signage. To accommodate pedestrians, the project will include a
sidewalk or a shared-use path (with bicyclists) along the north side of
Crescent Street within the project limits. Crescent Street will be
reconstructed as a dead-end roadway, terminating approximately 200
feet east of Brattle Street. In accordance with applicable design guides,
the shared-use path will accommodate bicyclists east of the proposed
termination of Crescent Street. Bicyclists will share the dead-end portion
of Crescent Street with low-speed vehicular traffic, as steep terrain
precludes widening.
