	Text5: The purpose of this virtual hearing is to provide the public with the opportunity to become fully acquainted with the proposed Westfield River Levee Multi-Use Path project in Westfield, MA. All comments submitted in response to this event will be reviewed and considered to the maximum extent possible.
	Text6: The proposed project consists of constructing a multi-use path for all non-motorized users in the City of Westfield, along the Westfield River levee, beginning at Ellsworth Street and extending to Williams Riding Way near Meadow Street, for a total length of approximately two miles. The project will include the construction and installation of retaining walls, wood fencing, bicycle racks, park benches, trash receptacles, pathway lighting, and select landscaping. The proposed path will intersect with the Columbia Greenway at the Westfield River Esplanade.
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
