Administrative Matters

--Update on AADB Meeting
Chair Dr. Mina Paul, Dr. Milton Glicksman, and Dr. Cynthia Stevens attended.  Topics of discussion included prescription monitoring programs, D-PREP, PACE/CERP continuing education, and policies regarding dental product corporations offering continuing education.  Dr. Stevens serves on the Joint Commission of the National Board and reported that there was good statistical information presented at their meeting.  Pass/Fail scoring for Parts I and II of the exams is now in effect.  The plan, beginning in 2017, is to have National Board exams taken during the third and fourth years of the dental degree program.
--NERB Continuing Education Correspondence
A letter to NERB drafted by Executive Director Kathleen Atkinson was presented. The letter approves NERB offering dental and dental hygiene CEUs to licensees who participate in the development and administration of dental and dental hygiene licensing examinations. The Board, by unanimous vote, authorized Ms. Atkinson to send the letter as drafted.
--NERB Consultant Examiners
A memo to state boards from NERB was shared.  At present, NERB will not be asking boards for recommendations of additional consultant examiners.

--Update on Working Groups

Assistant Executive Director Jeffrey Mills noted that additional recent information from other state boards has been received by staff. The working group on the administration of botulinum toxin and dermal fillers by licensed dentists and the working group on the use of lasers by dental professionals will convene again to review this new data.  The working groups will then be invited to attend a future Board meeting to present their recommendations on these topics to the Board.
