The Board took its morning recess at 9:48 a.m. and resumed its meeting at 10:00 a.m.

C.
Review and Decision re: 2019 Dental Licensure Clinical Examinations

Dr. Stephen DuLong recused himself from the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter.


Dr. Samuels thanked Dr. Paul Christiansen of the WREB, in attendance at today’s meeting, for providing information to the Board about changes made to the WREB exam and for attending today’s meeting.  Dr. Samuels noted the Board has accepted passing scores on the WREB and ADEX exams for years.  Dr. Christiansen provided the early exam results from the 2018 exam to each Board member for their consideration.  Dr. Samuels noted the Board has a few options: 1) to reject the new format of the WREB, 2) to accept the WREB as currently provided, and 3) to accept the WREB as currently provided along with a passing score on the CDCA DSE exam.  


Atty. Leadholm asked if the Board would continue to require the successful completion of two operative procedures in the restorative section of the WREB; Dr. Samuels indicated it would.  Dr. Samuels also asked if the Board should continue to accept the ADEX exam and if the Board members had any concerns about the ADEX exam.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board its decision would likely only apply to the 2018-2019 exam cycle as it’s possible the ADA will have their OSCE exam ready for the 2019-2020 exam cycle of the pending PGY1 legislation could be passed by the legislature.  Dr. Christiansen noted the updated WREB exam has been offered approx. 12 times since it was updated and that the results were comparable to other exams; Ms. Stultz noted the results may be comparable but the content may not be.  


Dr. Levy suggested maintaining the Board’s position on the WREB for the 2018-2019 exam cycle.

	Atty. Leadholm advised the Board the licensee had resolved eight pending complaints in March 2018 and agreed to voluntarily surrender his dental license for eight months.  Atty. Leadholm noted the terms of the consent agreement required the licensee to submit the name or names of a company that would be retained, at the licensee’s expense, to help the licensee conduct an inventory of his patient treatment records.
Atty. Leadholm noted the licensee is requesting approval of the Kraft Investment Group, LLC.  Ms. Wilkie asked if the licensee had previously suggested another company; Atty. Leadholm replied he did but noted the Board had rejected that company as it was a cloud-based storage company and would not provide the services intended by the Board.  

Dr. Samuels asked if there are any HIPAA concerns with this company; Atty. Leadholm replied the company, if approved, would need to sign an agreement not to disclose any patient information.  Ms. Stultz asked how this investment group would be able to complete



	
	an inventory; Atty. Leadholm noted the Board indicated it wanted someone with investigative experience as the approved vendor would have to locate the licensee’s treatment records electronically and through other means.  Atty. Leadholm noted the Board may never know the no. of patients seen by the licensee as it’s possible only a few records will be recovered.

	Ms. Fishman reminded the Board it had required the licensee to retain a practice monitor as a term of the licensee’s consent agreement.  Ms. Fishman noted the licensee retained the services of Dr. David Russell and that the licensee is on probation until August 1, 2018.  Ms. Fishman indicated Dr. Russell reviewed the licensee’s treatment records and submitted reports in June 2017 and September 2017 that were accepted by the Board.  Dr. Samuels noted Dr. Russell likely knows what the Board is looking for.

Flex Session:

A.
Dr. DuLong noted that the state house of representatives has issued a joint agreement in support of the dental therapist legislation.  Dr. Samuels noted the joint agreement includes a provision that a new dental therapist must practice under the direct supervision of a licensed dentist for two years before practicing on their own.  Ms. Stultz opined this two year period is unnecessary calling it indentured servitude.  Dr. Samuels noted not make people will likely apply for a dental therapist license given the cost of obtaining appropriate education.  Ms. Young noted that the only clinical competency exam currently available for dental therapists is the CRDTS exam and that this exam is only offered in Minnesota.  Dr. DuLong opined it is premature to discuss what will be required because the legislation had yet to pass.  


Ms. Stultz noted a committee on dental therapy education has been formed within CODA noting only two such educational programs currently exist in Minnesota but that the programs are combining.  Ms. Stultz also noted graduates of the Minnesota programs may only practice in Minnesota.  Ms. Wilkie noted that Vermont and Maine have also passed dental therapist legislation; Ms. Young agreed and noted that Maine requires all dental therapists to practice under the direct supervision of a licensed dentist.  Ms. Stultz questioned how the requirement of 500 hours of practice was increased to 2500 hours.  Mr. Kevin Monteiro, present on behalf of the Mass. Dental Society, noted the joint agreement required a master’s degree in dental therapy and noted Minnesota is also moving towards requiring a master’s degree.  Further Mr. Monteiro noted Minnesota also requires a minimum no. of hours to be completed under the direct supervision of a licensed dentist and that dental therapists are considered employees of a dentist thus prohibiting independent practice by dental therapists.  


Dr. DuLong noted a question has arisen whether a dental therapist should be appointed to the Board; Mr. Monteiro replied that requirement is not included in the joint agreement.  Mr. Monteiro noted no program exists yet in Maine and that Vermont’s requirements are less restrictive, e.g. a master’s degree is not required.  


B.
Update on the amendments to 234 CMR 2.00, 4.00. 8.00 and 9.00


Mr. Mills asked if the amendments to these sections of 234 CMR have been promulgated yet; Atty. Leadholm replied they have.  Mr. Mills noted BHPL staff will need to start working on the “retired” status; Atty. Leadholm agreed noting the Board will need to determine what steps a licensee must undertake to have his/her license placed on “retired” status.    


C.
Taskforce on Clinical Competency Examinations



Dr. DuLong noted this taskforce needs to be reformed and should meet each year to address the changes proposed on clinical competency exams and other methods, e.g. ADA’s OSCE exam or PGY1 legislation.  Dr. DuLong noted the members of the taskforce will likely change as Board members are appointed to or leave the Board.  Dr. DuLong noted dental students need to register for the exam in July.  Dr. Samuels suggested the taskforce needs to meet earlier each year in order to give students as much notice as possible; Dr. DuLong agreed but noted the exams may change so the taskforce and the Board need to be flexible.



Ms. Young asked if it was known whether NY was changing its licensure requirements; Dr. DuLong replied it appears NY will continue to require the successful completion of a PGY1 program.
