Review of BORID 2021 Policy on Clinical Competency Exams

Dr. DuLong began the discussion by noting the 2021 exam cycle has ended and the Board needs to focus on what it will require for the graduates from the class of 2022 as those students will soon make a decision on which exam to take, i.e. the registration period for the CDCA exam opens in June 2021 and closes in August 2021.  Dr. DuLong opined there are not many issues with the CDCA exam as the Board previously approved accepting a passing score on the manikin-based operative section exam as an alternative to the traditional patient-based operative section exam and recommended the Board continue this policy for the 2022 exam cycle.  Dr. DuLong also noted the Board should consider whether the grading rubric used by the WREB is acceptable, i.e. the CDCA operative exam grades students as pass or fail on five procedural steps and if a student fails one step, then the student fails all steps.  But on the WREB exam, Dr. DuLong noted a student is graded on a 5/4/3/2/1 scale and the scores from each procedural step are averaged so if a student achieves an average score 3 or higher, then the student passes even if the student scored a 1 or 2 on some of the procedural steps.  Dr. DuLong also stressed the need for the Board to decide whether to continue the manikin-based operative section of the WREB as the simulated tooth used by the WREB is not similar to the simulated tooth used by the CDCA.  

Dr. DuLong noted the issue on whether to require a passing score on the periodontics section continues to be an issue with the CDCA and the WREB exams as the Board previously decided to waive passing score on this section of the CDCA and WREB exams. Dr. DuLong also questioned whether the Board should continue to require a passing score on the CDCA DSE (Diagnostic Skills Exam) from those applicants who opt to take the WREB exam.  Dr. Scialabba noted testing a dentist’s hand scaling skills is still important as more dentists are doing this procedure during the pandemic as there’s been a 15% reduction in the available dental hygiene workforce.  Plus Dr. Scialabba noted dentists still must supervise a dental hygienist’s clinical skills when the dentist employs a hygienist.  But Dr. DuLong noted these exams don’t test dentists on several areas such as pediatric treatment or extractions.  Dr. DuLong noted the BUSDM required all its dental students to perform scaling/root planing on their patients so these dentists are prepared to perform this task as well as supervise hygienists once they graduate.  Dr DuLong indicated he did not feel a passing score on the periodontics section is warranted. 


Ms. Osborn Popp noted the WREB does have different versions of simulation available for the restorative and periodontics sections this year.  Ms. Osborn Popp noted the results are very comparable to the patient-based exams noting students are testing on six points and graded on a criteria scale of 1-5.  Ms. Osborn Popp noted that once a student is rated by an examiner, if the student’s skills do not meet the level that is required, then the student gets a lower rate.  Ms. Osborn Popp also noted that if a student makes a critical error, then the student immediately fails and that over 90% of the students taking the WREB score a 3 or higher on both operative procedures.  Dr. Christensen noted the grading rubric for the 2022 exam has not changed and the simulated tooth to be used in the operative section does present with simulated caries and pulp exposure and will be accompanied by radiographs.  Dr. Christensen noted he agrees with Dr. DuLong about the periodontics section as it is no longer warranted.  Dr. DuLong stated he felt it was no longer necessary to require a passing score on the CDCA DSE if the applicant passes the WREB CTP (Comprehensive Treatment Planning) exam; Dr. Christensen agreed.   But Dr. Hanlon disagreed noting many dentists cannot adequately perform scaling/root planing and recommended the Board move away from requiring a passing score on a patient-based exam and it is very difficult for dental schools and dental students to manage.  

Ms. Young stated she sees four issues for the Board to resolve: 1) whether a passing score on the manikin-based operative exam of the WREB as an alternative to the patient-based exam will continue to be accepted by the Board, 2) whether the Board will continue to require a score of 3 or higher on each section of the WREB exam, 3) whether the periodontics section of the CDCA and WREB exams will continue to be waived and 4) whether the Board should discontinue requiring a passing score on the CDCA DSE for the applicants who opt to take the WREB exam.  Dr. Scialabba asked if the CDCA and WREB exams are not comparable, then why should the Board accept the WREB exam; Dr. DuLong replied these exams are only trying to identify those dentists who are not clinically competent  Ms. Stultz asked why a score of 3 or higher; Dr. DuLong replied a student needs to score a 75% or higher on each section of the CDCA exam and a score of 3 was as close as the Board could come to determining the grades were comparable at the time.  


Ms. Stultz asked when the new simulated tooth was introduced in the WREB and how many students have used this tooth to date; Ms. Osborn Popp noted three different dental schools tested the tooth and approx. 600-700 students in 12+ exams have used the tooth with similar results when compared to the patient-based exam.

Ms. Stultz informed the Board she had the opportunity to observe the administration of the manikin-based dental hygiene CDCA exam this past week and noted she was pleasantly surprised on how difficult the exam is.  Ms. Stultz recommended the Board continue to accept a passing score on the manikin-based dental hygiene CDCA exam as an alternative to the patient-based exam.  Dr. Wu if calculus removal was easier; Ms. Stultz replied detecting calculus is more difficult.  Dr. DuLong noted the CDCA made several modifications to the manikin-based exam after it reviewed the data from the first round of testing such as increasing the amounts of calculus deposits, changing the color of the calculus deposits and increasing the adhesion of calculus to the artificial tooth.  Dr. DuLong noted the original soft tissue used in the manikin was difficult to damage so that has been addressed.  Ms. Stultz noted the manikin-based exam removes the subjectivity attached to the patient-based exam as the exam is standardized across all test takers.

Ms. Reich noted the WREB was not comfortable using a manikin during last years’ dental hygiene exam but has since developed its own design that has improved the ability to test an applicant’s skills at assessing, detecting and removing calculus.  Ms. Osborn Popp noted the manikin-based exam is very similar to the patient-based exam.

Dr. Trowbridge asked if DPH envisions a return to in-person board meetings once the pandemic ends; Ms. Young replied for the foreseeable future only virtual meetings are being considered but that may change once we move to DPH headquarters at 250 Washington Street in downtown Boston later this year.
