The amendment will propose a fee structure for the Department's operation of a program to implement M.G.L. c. 111O, Mobile Integrated Health Care (MIH) and 105 CMR 173.000: Mobile Integrated Health Care and Community EMS Programs. Fees will include a one-time application processing fee for applicants who seek to operate an MIH program and an additional one-time application processing fee for those applicants who seek to operate an MIH program with an ED Avoidance Component. Fees also include an initial approval fee and biennial renewal fees for applicants who seek Department approval to operate an MIH program and an MIH Program with an ED Avoidance Component. 

The hearing will be held on Wednesday, June 27, 2018 at 2:00 P.M. in the Public Health Council Room, Second Floor, Department of Public Health, 250 Washington Street, Boston, MA.
