Protocol reviewed..  IO be added as a route. Discussed edits-fluid bolus, adding irritability and confusion, removing BP criteria,-mental status a better indicator-add BP note into PEARLS.  (70 plus 2 times the patient age for BP reading). Steroid use discussed -not appropriate prehospital. Norepinephrine infusion not recommended. Epinephrine dose 1:1000 (1mg/mL) 0.1-1 mcg/kg/min.
