DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether MEGH, Inc. d.b.a. Rostron’s Package Store was in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §34- Sale of alcoholic beverages to a person under the age of 21 (1 count).  


The licensee failed to appear before the Commission at the hearing.  Investigator Doyle testified that on July 18, 2009, an underage operative (d.o.b. 6/7/1990) entered the Rostron’s Package Store and exited carrying a 40 oz. Budweiser Light beer. At no time was this person asked for identification.  


An administrative review of the licensee’s file reveals that this was the first violation.  The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §34- Sale of alcoholic beverages to a person under the age of 21 (1 count) and, therefore suspends the license for 4 days of which 2 days will be held in abeyance for a period of 2 years provided no further violations of Chapter 138 or Commission Regulations occur.
