James Salvia provided a presentation of their application (PowerPoint attached). He explained that the objective of this project is to improve roadway safety through investment in Boston EMS incident data analysis, systems development and enhanced public reporting & information sharing. Boston EMS seeks to continue building upon the roadway incident monitoring and reporting tools. The METRCC approved funding for this project.

Ridgely Ficks and Bertina Backus provided a presentation for their application (PowerPoint attached). Funding will be used to help improve data quality within MATRIS  and for migration from NEMSIS version 2 to version 3. For the trauma registry, funding will be used to update the diagnostic coding, purchase licenses and update the Abbreviated Injury Score (AIS) coding, add National Trauma Databank (NTDB) elements, add validation rules and edit cross checks, develop methods to make sure the IT system and database meet current standards for documentation and data usage, and define criteria used to notify the hospitals that are not in compliance with the submission schedule. (VHB) for Collecting Model Inventory Road Element (MIRE) Fundamental Data Elements (FDEs) for Intersections on a Subset of the Intersections in Massachusetts

Ben Krepp provided a presentation for their application (PowerPoint attached). States must incorporate specific quantifiable and anticipated improvements for the collection of MIRE fundamental data elements into their Traffic Records Strategic Plan by July 1, 2017 and have access to the complete collection of the MIRE fundamental data elements by September 30, 2026. This project will test and evaluate the process for collecting fundamental data elements at intersections. The METRCC approved funding for this project.
Massachusetts Department of Transportation/Registry of Motor Vehicles                                       Data Quality Review of Crash Reports Accepted with Warning and Technical Assistance to Police Departments to Improve Completeness and Reduce Errors
Robin Riessman and Karen Perduyn provided a presentation for their application (PowerPoint attached). This project will identify and quantify common crash data fields left incomplete statewide, rank police departments and records management systems and identify specific problem fields by police department. The METRCC approved funding for this project.
Overview of the Motor Vehicle Automated Citation and Crash System (MACCS)    

Undersecretary Curtis Wood provided an update on MACCS. He said that EOPSS is working closely with the Billerica Police Department to pilot MACCS. EOPSS is waiting for the legislation to authorize the use of electronic citations and the elimination of wet signatures requirement.                        

Discussion of Priorities for FFY 2017 Funding

Undersecretary Curtis Wood made a motion to allocate all FFY 2017 Traffic Records funding and any left over funding from current/past projects for the MACCS project. The motion was approved by EOPSS, MCOPA, MSP, the RMV, Highway Safety Division, MassDOT-Planning, and MassDOT- Highway. The motion was opposed by DPH. The motion carried.
