Motion to approve these extensions as read made by Charlie Perry, seconded by Anthony Lucia;
motion passed by unanimous roll call vote.

Variance Request — Commonwealth Fusion Systems: The Chairman explained Commonwealth
Fusion Systems has contracted Linde Kryotechnik to fabricate a 4MW helium cryogenics plant for
installation at CFS’s Devens facility. The Chairman gave Adam Weiner, CFS, the opportunity to
address the Board regarding their request. Mr. Weiner, the System Responsible Officer for CFS,
explained that the mission of CFS is to demonstrate fusion energy conversion, and
commercialized fusion power plants. They are currently building a demonstration fusion system
called ‘SPARK’. He explained exactly what the associated ‘coldbox’ is, and how it works and
how it is piped. As the coldbox is manufactured in Europe, the standard by which it is
manufactured is EN13480 (European Standard), it has not been certified to be in compliance with
ASME code. Their request for a variance to use the EN standard for this piping, have provided a
code comparison document, comparing EN 13480 and ASME B31.3. Andrew D’Allesandro, the
head of the cryo-plant at CFS, Tyler Ellis, from the CFS compliance team, and Gerold Boehme,
the head of quality at Linde Kryoteknik, are also on the call to answer any questions.

Max Greig asked what code would be used in making repairs to this piping, going forward? Mr.
Boehme explained that they could use the ASME code, but it would depend on the nature of the
defect. If they used the European code, technicians would have to travel to Devens to do this

work. Mr. Weiner added that the need to make repairs to internal piping in similar coldboxes is
very rare. Mr. Boehme agreed, explaining that the conditions are such that defects rarely occur.

Supervisor Dan Laperle addressed the Board, summarizing the review of this request done by DFS
staff.

Anthony Lucia asked if the vessel has been hydrostatically tested, and if the Board has accepted
the European standard in the past. The Chairman replied that the Board has not had to consider
the European standard in the past. Also, CFS did provide the results of pneumatic testing.

Andrew D’Allessandro replied
that the magnets would fail, and that there would be no chain reaction failure.
