Proceedings

Whitney Moyer, Executive Office of Aging and Independence (AGE) Chief Operating Officer and Council Chair, called the meeting to order at 3:30 pm. She welcomed members, noting that the meeting’s vote would be conducted via roll call.

Ms. Moyer asked the Council for their comments or any suggested edits to the Council’s Draft Annual Report, January 2024 - March 2025. Dr. Andrew Budson requested that acronyms be spelled out more frequently throughout the report. No other changes to the Annual Report were recommended by the Council. 

It was requested that at a future meeting, the Council discuss dissemination of the Dementia Care Planning Toolkit, recently developed and released by the Council’s Care Planning Team and described in the Annual Report. Council members also recommended that the Council look at the potential for coordinated dissemination of dementia-related materials through the numerous distribution pathways across the state. The Council discussed how partnering with other state-based entities and a coordinated use of technology could be helpful in distributing dementia-related materials and information more widely. 

Ms. Moyer informed the Council that AGE staff will be talking with leaders in other agencies within the Executive Office of Health and Human Services about what they are doing for people living with dementia and their loved ones.
