Proceedings

Whitney Moyer, Chief Operating Officer with the Executive Office of Aging and Independence (AGE) called the meeting to order at 3:00 pm. She announced that Pam MacLeod would be retiring at the end of October, after a lengthy career in public service.

Chair Moyer noted that draft minutes from the Council’s two previous meetings in May and June would be shared for members’ approval during the Council’s December meeting.

Chair Moyer summarized the discussion from the Council’s May meeting, which included a review of members’ preferred priorities for the Council in the coming years. She explained that the two areas that members ranked as having the highest impact were “Early Recognition, Detection, and Diagnosis” and “Care Caregiver Support & Education, and System Navigation.” She explained that since the May meeting, AGE surveyed other agencies within EOHHS and conducted interviews focusing on top-priority challenge areas. Chair Moyer reviewed the survey and interview results with the Council. For additional details, refer to the meeting presentation on the Council’s Meeting Materials webpage.

In summarizing next steps, Chair Moyer noted that for the Council’s next meeting on December 16, the Council could discuss further the activities that members feel should be incorporated into the ADRD State Plan.
