Stations can be identified
by a black @ on a white, circular sign. Pay your fare with a
reusable, rechargeable CharlieCard (plastic) or CharlieTicket
(paper) that can be purchased at over 500 fare-vending machines
located at all subway stations and Llogan airport terminals. At street-
level stations and local bus stops you pay on board. Unlimited-ride
LinkPasses can be purchased at any farevending machine.

The 1-Day LinkPass and 7-Day LinkPass are valid for local buses,
rapid transit, ferries and commuter rail zone 1A. Children 11 and
under ride free with an adult.
