Plow Shop Pond and Grove Pond, which are listed for metals on the 303d list, are part of a cleanup memorandum of understanding between the Army, DEP and the EPA dated 17 September 171998. In a Decision of the Army dated 18 April 1997, the Army determined that “No Further Action” for cleanup of Mirror Lake is required.  The lake will however, probably remain on the 303d list for mercury contamination in fish and a therefore TMDLs will have to be developed for all three of these lakes as well.”
