Patrol Vehicles

The MPTC does not provide vehicles for ROC training. Marked patrol cars are required for skill
development exercises to include EVOC, motor vehicle stops, and patrol duties. The Academy
Director will provide specific dates for when patrol cars are needed.

One (1) marked vehicle is required for every two (2) recruits. Departments sponsoring more
than two (2) recruits must still meet this ratio.
