Instructional workshops are available to residents at the television facility presently located in Newton.   Newton residents are able to participate actively and as community producers in productions originating from this studio. 

b)  Actual hours of operation will depend upon the amount of new productions developed in cooperation with community groups and individuals.

c)  There continues to be interest in PEG Access programming from community producers.   They generate and create the kinds of programming of interest to local viewers.

Training classes in studio, production and editing are held throughout the year at a local television facility.   Residents of Newton are eligible to sign up for classes on a first-come, first-served basis.   Class sizes will be limited to give students the opportunity for hands-on training.   Graduates are then able to produce programs of local interest using the facilities and equipment located at the local television facility.

d)  The amount of programming in Newton will depend upon the degree of interest and involvement of individuals and community groups in Newton.   Additionally, programming from other community television studios, in communities served by AT&T Broadband, is available to be shared with Newton residents.

In personnel, hours of operation, communications equipment and vehicles, AT&T Broadband will continue to provide sufficient capacity to meet the demands

of the Newton cable system operation.

· AT&T Broadband proposes to continue providing high quality customer service, including installation, response to outages, notices, and telephone responsiveness.   Although we want to ensure that customer service is as convenient as possible for Newton residents, we need to maintain flexibility with respect to determining the needs of our customers in Newton and elsewhere.

· Customer care professionals log subscriber complaints and schedule a time for subscribers to receive service calls.   All complaints are addressed within 24 business day hours, unless otherwise requested by the subscriber.   Customers receive a rebate upon request for service interruptions lasting more than 24 hours.

· Our telephones are answered by trained customer care professionals 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

· Technical service personnel are available to respond to service calls six days a week.   Service technicians are also on-call 24 hours a day to respond immediately to major system outages.

· If a service technician finds no one at home for a scheduled appointment, the dispatcher calls the home to verify the situation before the technician proceeds to his/her next appointment.

· Company personnel and contractors carry identification cards providing the person's name, photograph and company name.

· Management is available to respond to any resident or subscriber who is unable to obtain satisfaction of complaints filed through the normal channels.

· Each subscriber is given a Television User Guide, a schedule of programming, rates and charges at the time of installation.   The information package outlines in detail all of AT&T Broadband's operating policies and procedures regarding customer service.

· Customer care professionals and service technicians play a vital role in providing excellent customer service.   Individuals with the right attitude, understanding and motivation for customer service responsibilities are selected and trained for these positions.

· AT&T Broadband's employees receive special customer service training through AT&T Broadband’s in-house training program, The Learning Network.   Unique to the cable industry, The Learning Network provides training in technical skills with a strong emphasis on customer responsiveness.   This training results in the highest degree of skill and professionalism in our employees.   Promotions and monetary advancement are tied directly to job performance and completion of courses and seminars on technical and professional development related  to areas of responsibilities.   

· Guarantee of Customer Satisfaction:   Customer satisfaction is so important to AT&T Broadband that we guarantee it.

· If our service technician is not on time for a service appointment, the customer receives a $20 credit on his/her bill.

· If our technician is not on time for an installation appointment, the install is free.

· If a new customer is not satisfied with his/her cable service during the first 30 days, he/she gets a full refund of all charges.

MULTIPLE 

DWELLING UNITS
Residents of multiple dwelling units (MDUs) and apartment houses are charged the same subscription rates as other residential units, except where bulk purchase agreements are negotiated with owners.   In situations where a common billing of all tenants of a multiple dwelling unit affords some material cost reductions, a special rate may be negotiated.

The monthly rate per room for hotels and motels may be lower than the normal rate for primary outlets because of the savings associated with a bulk billing.   The charge per hotel or motel depends on a variety of factors as stipulated in FCC rate regulations.

LATE FEES

AT&T Broadband charges a 5% late fee on all delinquent balances.   This is done in compliance with the regulations of the Massachusetts Cable Television Division.   A subscriber will not be deemed delinquent until 30 days have elapsed from the due date of the bill without payment.   Once a subscriber is deemed delinquent, AT&T Broadband will give that subscriber notice of the delinquency and an additional 8 business days to pay the past amount due.   If after this additional time payment is still not made, a 5% late fee on the delinquent amount will be assessed.   AT&T Broadband will not assess a late fee on the amount of a bill in dispute.

DISCONNECTION FOR 

NON-PAYMENT
AT&T Broadband may disconnect subscribers who are delinquent in excess of 45 days, provided, however, that no subscriber shall be disconnected within 8 business days of the date of notification of disconnection for non-payment.   There is no charge for disconnection.

REBATES

If subscriber service is interrupted for 24 or more consecutive hours due to circumstances within the control of AT&T Broadband, subscribers will be entitled to a rebate for the portion of services missed.   In the case of an outage which is not systemic, the subscriber must notify AT&T Broadband.

SUBSCRIBER

NOTIFICATION
Subscribers will be notified 30 days prior to changes in rates or policies affecting payment and collection of charges in accordance with new FCC regulations.

FREE DROPS

AT&T Broadband will continue to provide a standard cable drop, outlet and the Total Basic Service Package at no charge to all municipal buildings designated in writing by the Issuing Authority which lie along the cable system.

ADDITIONAL

CUSTOMER POLICIES

The following is an integral part of the foregoing rate schedule:

AT&T Broadband may require a deposit or refuse service for a bona fide credit reason.   AT&T Broadband may levy reasonable collection charges on overdue or delinquent accounts.   Additionally, special deposits and/or contractual agreements may be necessary to control terminal devices used by the subscriber.   AT&T Broadband requires that the account of any subscriber requesting work be current before such work is performed.

AT&T Broadband does not have any additional charge beyond the standard installation charge when the prospective subscriber is within 150 feet of AT&T Broadband's existing feeder line.

Where a drop exceeds 150 feet, the subscriber is charged for the additional time and materials needed to install the drop line over standard length.

Subscribers will be given detailed estimates of the additional costs involved in the additional installation charge and only with prior subscriber approvals will the installation work be undertaken.
