	Jeanne Russo of Vinfen distributed and presented information about their new Adult Community Clinical Service (ACCS) that replaced CBFS and their MassHealth funded Behavioral Health Community Partner service. 
· Vinfen ACCS Clinical Services provides the following:
· Active Engagement and Assertive Outreach to prevent homelessness

· Clinical coverage 24/7 365 days a year

· Consistent Assessment and Treatment Planning

· Risk Assessment, Crisis Planning and Prevention

· Skill Building/Symptom Management

· Behavioral and Physical Health Monitoring and Support

· Medication Administration

· Addiction treatment support

· Reduced reliance on emergency departments, hospitals and other institutional levels of care

· Co-occurring treatment interventions including evidence based treatment such as motivational interviewing

· Other ACCS Service Expectations

· Integration with Care Coordination

· Peer Support and Recovery Coaching

· Family Engagement and Support

· Support Employment and Education with MRC

· Connect with Community Services
