The Board reconsidered the investigation materials, including the   Department of Public Health’s (DPH) Division of Health Care Quality (DHCQ) investigation report and Statement of Deficiencies, the facility’s Plan of Correction, and the licensee’s detailed response.  The Board noted that the DHCQ investigation report cited the facility for a deficiency based on the failure to provide proper notice of discharge to the patient and that the licensee had acknowledged same. 

After discussion, Mr. Graves made a motion to affirm the Board’s September 20, 2012 vote to close the Staff Assignment investigation based on the DHCQ's acceptance, without further action, of the facility’s Plan of Correction and the circumstances surrounding the patient's discharge as identified in the DHCQ investigation report and detailed by the licensee; Mr. Divver seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
