Three Applications for Permit Ms (Portable Dental Operation) Permits
1.
Application from Dr. Maged El Malecki, DN20758

Dr. Maged El Malecki and Jonathan Eskow, Esq. were present for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter.  The licensee answered all questions as appropriate.

Dr. El Malecki informed the Board he is currently practicing in a private practice in Boston and is applying for this permit so that he can offer some services to patients who are employees of private companies who have not had the time to visit a dental office.  Dr. El Malecki noted his goal is to bring preventive services to these underserved patients at their workplace with any follow up treatment, as necessary, to be undertaken at his private practice.  Dr. DuLong asked who these patients would be treated by; Dr. El Malecki responded by hygienists either connected to his practice or through a temporary agency.  Dr. DuLong asked what services would be provided by the FlossBar company; Dr. El Malecki replied support services including temporary hygiene staff but noted he would be responsible for overseeing the duties of all hygienists.  

Ms. Stultz asked for a brief summary of how this practice would work; Dr. El Malecki replied the hygienists would review the patients’ medical histories and do a quick dental hygiene screening and would refer the patients to his practice, or another dentist, as appropriate.  Ms. Stultz asked for a description of a “quick screen;” Dr. El Malecki replied the hygienists would screen for oral cancer, the level of calculus present and an assessment of decayed teeth.  Ms. Stultz asked about radiographs; Dr. El Malecki replied the hygienists would only take intraoral photographs but he is considering adding radiographs at some point.  Atty. Eskow noted none of the applicants are considering adding radiographic services at this time.  


Ms. Wilkie asked about the scope of services to be provided; Atty. Eskow replied all clinical services would be done through Dr. El Malecki’s private practice.  Dr. Levy asked if the Board’s regulations covered this type of practice; Atty. Leadholm replied the regulations are not clear and suggested this could be considered by the Board as part of a hygienist’s standard of care.  Dr. Scialabba asked if the companies would be made aware of potential issues with mold if the hygienists elect to use an ultrasonic scaler; Atty. Eskow replied that was a good point noting it would be part of the coordination with FlossBar and the companies.  


Atty. Leadholm advised the Board there is no clear regulation on point with regards to applications for PDO permits noting this proposed practice is not a PHDH practice as the locations are not public health settings.  Atty. Eskow noted the purpose of this venture is to provide care to patients who have no time to see a dentist in a traditional office setting.  


Ms. Stultz asked about the services to be provided, billing codes to be used and the use of the terms “screening” and “assessment” by the hygienists; Dr. El Malecki explained the hygienists will undertake a visual screen and use the intraoral photographs for assessment by a dentist later on.  Ms. Stultz asked how much time would be allotted for each appointment; Dr. El Malecki replied 45 mins.  Ms. Young asked if a recall system would be part of the plan; Dr. El Malecki replied it is his goal to return to these companies at regular intervals.  Mr. Mills asked if children would also be treated; Dr. El Malecki replied yes if the parent employees agree.  


Ms. Stultz asked how far from his private practice did he intend to offer these services; Atty. Eskow replied Dr. El Malecki intends to offer these services in downtown Boston only as his private practice is only 5-10 mins away.  Atty. Leadholm noted the licensee’s license is at issue here and the licensee is responsible for how treatment is provided to these patients.

Mr. Mills presented the monthly probation report on behalf of Ms. Fishman.  The Board members had no questions or concerns about the monthly report.

Ms. Young informed the Board she recently received notice from the New England Dental Assistant School, an occupational school that graduates dental assistants who are eligible for licensure as formally trained, that the school has changed its name to the New England Dental Academy.

Dr. DuLong asked Ms. Young if she was contacted by a dental hygienist who recently graduated from the BUSDM with a question whether the periodontal portion of the CDCA exam would be waived because of the applicant’s licensure as a dental hygienist.  Ms. Young replied she had not received any sort of request from a recent BUSDM graduate.  Ms. Wilkie asked if dental school graduates would take the same exam as a hygienist; Dr. DuLong replied the exam is more difficult for hygienists but he informed the former BUSDM student he didn’t think such a waiver would be granted.
3.
Dr. DuLong noted the Board is opening numerous complaints against dental assistants for unlicensed practice and suggested a global resolution to these complaints might be warranted.  Ms. Wilkie noted that if a licensee is a repeat offender, e.g. previously sanctioned by the Board for practicing on an expired license, then that licensee should receive a more enhanced sanction.  Mr. Mills suggested it might be appropriate to require all dental assistants to pass a modified version of the Board’s ethics and jurisprudence exam.  Dr. Scialabba noted there is a shortage of dental assistants available for employment; Dr. Wu agreed.

Ms. Stultz noted new periodontal classifications have become available and stated she will send those classifications to Ms. Young for dissemination to Board members.
