DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether JJ Brodies, Inc. d.b.a. Brodie’s Pub was in violation of M.G.L. Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under §22A (5 counts).  


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s report.  Investigator Paul Capurso testified that on June 5, 2009 at approximately 3:15 p.m., he and Investigator Michael Teehan entered Brodie’s Pub in order to determine the manner in which its business is conducted.  While inspecting the bar area, they observed five (5) bottles of alcohol to have retail price sticker glue residue affixed to them.  


An administrative review of the licensee’s file reveals that this was the first violation.  The Commission finds the licensee in violation of M.G.L. Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under §22A (5 counts) and, therefore issues a warning.
