DECISION


 A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Sita Liquors, Inc. violated 204 CMR 2.05(2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (1 Count).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report. Investigator Michael Teehan testified that on June 4, 2008 he and Investigator Paul Capurso investigated the business operation of Sita Liquors, Inc.  While outside the premises of the licensed establishment, the Investigators observed a youthful looking female exit with a bottle of Vodka.  Investigators then approached her and asked her age (19) and date of birth 9/5/1989.  She informed them that she gave a license bearing the name of another individual, (which she showed to the Investigators) who bore no resemblance to the underage female.  


The Commission finds that licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05(2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age and, after an administrative review, finds this is the licensee’s second offense and therefore, suspends the license for 4 days.
