DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether RooBumper, LLC d.b.a. Roo Bar violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an Alcoholic Beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age.  


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s Compliance Check Field Report.  Investigator Mark Kenny testified that on June 17, 2009 at approximately 6:55 p.m., an underage operative (d.o.b. 4/3/1989) working with A.B.C.C. Investigators entered the Roo Bar and ordered and was served a Budweiser Light beer.  At no point was she ever asked for identification.  


The licensee stated that the bartender on duty had been employed by them for a long period of time and was a very good employee who had usually trained others on serving underage minors.  He stated that this was a complete aberration for her. He also stated that his staff is trained and that he has spoken to all his employees about this incident. 


An administrative review of the file shows that this is the first violation by the licensee.  

The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an Alcoholic Beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age and, therefore, issues a warning.
