I.e. how vacancies are handled, etc.

The Clubhouse was approved for TEs with CVS and TJ Maxx.  Transportation has been an issue at the Clubhouse because drivers have been trying to pick up people too early.  They are working on this issue with the transportation companies.  The Clubhouse is meeting their target of 29 clients a day showing up.
