	Child and Family Services Discussion 
	Wendy Botelho and Michelle Wright from Child and Family Services (CFS) discussed the updates to the crisis services.  Highlights included participation on the Mental Health Court Advisory Council, attending the Project Outreach Drop in Center and letters were sent to the schools in the catchment area.  CFS triages calls out of the New Bedford Office.  Clinicians are still housed at the Plymouth location and CFS is planning to remain at this location.  An agreement with the Department of Mental Health was signed so that they could use space at this office to do evaluations.  They also have space they can use when they are at the hospital and generally someone is there because they do so many evaluations there, but they do not have to be stationed there.  They are trying to work on data regarding response times in the two catchment areas (Plymouth and New Bedford) but did not have the data compiled yet.  They discussed utilizing peer support services.  Wendy/Michelle will send a list of current insurances accepted by CFS for distribution to the Board.

	Plymouth Site Director Vacancy
	Howard “Buddy” Baker-Smith, Southeast Area Director spoke about Sarah Stanley resigning her position as Plymouth Site Director.  Buddy stressed the importance of the Board not losing energy.  Sarah was instrumental in revitalizing the board and we should not lose momentum.  The process of replacing a site director was discussed.  It takes approximately 4-6 months to fill a management position.  A representative from the Site Board will be on the hiring committee as well as a peer.  Near the end of August there will be a day of interviews and then a half day later in September for the 2nd round of interviews.  They have received approximately 37 applications and hope to have a pool of qualified applicants by the end of August to begin to interview.  Then there will be a 2nd round of interviews.  We should have a recommended candidate by the end of September.  Then the candidate will have to go through checks including submitting tax returns for review.  Buddy will send Phil a copy of the job description for distribution to the Board.

The Board provided Buddy with significant input and suggestions of qualifications for the next director.
