The proposed revision: streamlines and simplifies state licensure categories; eliminates confusion between federal and state standards by deferring to the federal requirement, except where the state statute (M.G. L. c. 111D) differs; updates requirements to conform to advances made in laboratory science, equipment and technology; and creates regulatory provisions governing laboratories performing genetic testing.
