Chasm Hike

Scramble around boulders while taking in the mystery of
Purgatory Chasm! Find out about the park’s history and
cultural influence, the chasm’s rock formations, or the
wildlife that call the chasm home. Meet at the pavilion at the
mouth of the chasm. Appropriate for ages 8 and above.
About one mile over moderate terrain.

Chasm Primer

Find out the chasm’s history in this 15 minute talk. This is
the perfect primer before your hike through the chasm. Meet
at the mouth of the chasm. Appropriate for ages 8 and up.

Glacial Geology Hike

Discover our glacial past on this 1 mile hike to Little
Purgatory. Explore evidence of the ice that blanketed this
park over 10,000 years ago! Meet at the Visitor Center.
Suitable for ages 8 and above. About one mile over
moderate terrain.

Rock Detectives

Have you ever wondered where rocks come from? See a
bunch of different rocks at this and find out more about
where they have been and where they are going. Stay for
five minutes or an hour. Meet in the pavilion near the
entrance to the chasm. Appropriate for ages 4 and above.
The program will be held in the Visitor Center during
inclement weather.

Secrets of the Skull

We can learn many things about how an animal lives by
looking at its skull. Join us looking for clues about animals
survive by examining their skulls. Stay for five minutes or
an hour. Meet in the pavilion near the entrance to the chasm.
Appropriate for ages 4 and above. The program will be held
in the Visitor Center during inclement weather.
