Development of the Adult Comprehensive Assessment and Adult Comprehensive Assessment Update
Question:  What are the guidelines for “R” Day reporting during the development of the Adult Comprehensive Assessment and Adult Comprehensive Assessment Update?

Answer:  When completing the Service Reporting Service Delivery Report (Service Reporting SDR) the CBFS provider may report “R” Days for each day staff completed work toward the development of the Adult Comprehensive Assessment (ACA) and Adult Comprehensive Assessment Update (ACA Update).  
Development and update activities include:

· meeting with the person served, the Legally Authorized Representative (LAR), other service providers, and/or other individuals of the person’s choosing to gather assessment information; 
· the completion of other assessments as indicated; 
· the gathering of pertinent information from other parties needed for the ACA and ACA Update; and 
· the completion of the ACA and ACA Update forms.  
To report “R” Days for the activities noted above the activities must be completed within the ACA and ACA Update timeframes as set forth in the CBFS Standards and DMH Regulation 104 CMR 29.00.

Evidence of staff work will be, in all cases, the completion of a CBFS Note which must identify the development or update activity for which the CBFS provider is reporting a “R” Day.
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
