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Toxic chemicals pose a range of risks to the environment and public health. The Toxics Use Reduction Act (TURA) is designed to supplement existing environmental and worker safety regulations. The aims of TURA are to help companies understand available options to reduce or eliminate toxic chemical use, and to encourage them to implement the reduction options identified. These options are frequently cost effective and may create financial savings for companies. This law has been successful and over the course of the program, most companies have identified ways to cut toxics use and waste while saving money.

On May 21, 2025, the Toxics Use Reduction Act (TURA) Administrative Council voted to amend the Toxic or Hazardous Substance List at 301 CMR 41.03 as follows:

For calendar year reporting period 2026 and thereafter, the toxic or hazardous substance list shall include the following substances, consistent with changes in the toxic chemical list established pursuant to EPCRA § 313:

The amendment is mandated by TURA, which requires that changes made by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) to the Emergency Planning and Community Right to Know Act (EPCRA) Section 313 Toxic Chemical List be mirrored in the TURA Toxic or Hazardous Substance List. G.L. c. 21I, § 9. 

Regulatory Development Process

EOEEA held a public hearing and solicited public comments on the proposed revisions in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 30A.  Notice of a public hearing and public comment period was published in the Massachusetts Register and Boston Globe on October 24, 2025. The public hearing was held on November 14, 2025 and comments were accepted until 5 p.m. on November 14, 2025.  

Three individuals attended the public hearing, but no comments were offered during the public hearing. One comment was received during the comment period from the National Federation of Independent Businesses (NFIB). The comment recommended revisions to the Small Business Impact Statement, including to recognize that the proposed rule could require additional recordkeeping procedures and that the rule could come with additional costs and oversight responsibilities even if filers are already reporting under TURA for other substances.  

We thank the commenter for their input and have amended the Small Business Impact Statement to recognize that the rulemaking may have marginal impacts on recordkeeping and costs for filers. However, we note that these obligations and costs are limited. Notably, all nine PFAS additions included in this amendment have already been reportable under TURA in the Certain PFAS Not Otherwise Listed substance category (301 CMR 41.03(14)) since Reporting Year 2022, so any filers affected by this amendment will have been required to track their use of the listed substances for several years already. This TRI addition makes these substances individually reportable and lowers the reporting threshold to 100 lbs. The marginal difference in recordkeeping and compliance obligations for reporting substances individually rather than in a category is minimal, and should not require additional planning or reporting capacity. Furthermore, by maintaining consistency between TRI and TURA reporting requirements, businesses are spared from needing to comply with a patchwork of different chemical thresholds and reporting obligations. As to cost, filers will be required to pay a $1,100 per-chemical fee for each substance listed individually and used above the reporting threshold, unless a filer is already at the maximum fee.
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
