DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Players Sports Bar & Restaurant, Inc. d.b.a. Players was in violation 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (1 count).  


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s and the Rockland Police Compliance Check Field Report.  Investigator Wilichoski testified that on May 20, 2009, the Rockland Police Department conducted an underage compliance check in the Town of Rockland.  At approximately 8:44 p.m., Sgt. Wentworth and Det. Sammon observed a male underage operative (d.o.b. 5/21/1989) enter the premises and exit approximately seven (7) minutes later.  The underage operative informed the officers that the wait staff sold him a Budweiser Light beer and never asked for any identification during the sales transaction.


An administrative review of the licensee’s file was performed by the Commission and revealed that this was their first violation.  The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (1 count) and, therefore issues a warning.
