DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Hira Corporation d.b.a. Lafayette Market was in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §34- Sale of alcoholic beverages to a person under the age of 21 (1 count).  


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s report.  Investigator Capurso testified that on June 5, 2009, at approximately 6:55 p.m., he and Investigator Michael Teehan conducted a stationary surveillance outside Lafayette Market to determine the manner in which business was being conducted.  While monitoring the area, the investigators observed a youthful looking male exit the premises in possession of alcoholic beverages, a 30-pack of Bud Light beet and two 12-packs of Bud Lime beer.  When he was asked for proof of age, he provided a fake Massachusetts ID.  Subsequent to this, he provided his real identification and stated he was only eighteen (18) (d.o.b. 1/13/1991).


An administrative review of the licensee’s file reveals that this was the first violation.  The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §34- Sale of alcoholic beverages to a person under the age of 21 (1 count) and, therefore issues a warning.
