FINAL DECISION AND ORDER

Pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws (G.L.) Chapter 119A, § 16, the Board of Registration in Pharmacy (Board) hereby SUSPENDS the expired pharmacy technician registration of SAMUEL INGRAM (Respondent), Pharmacy Technician Registration No. 845 (Expired 7/28/10), as determined by the Department of Revenue (DOR) Child Support Enforcement Division and set forth in that certain Notice to Suspend License or Certificate (Notice) dated June 19, 2012 (copy attached).

In accordance with the Notice, the Board hereby ORDERS Respondent’s expired pharmacy technician registration SUSPENDED, effective ten (10) days from the date of this Final Decision and Order. Respondent is ordered to return his wallet registration to the Board’s administrative office (239 Causeway Street, 5th Floor, Boston, Massachusetts 02114) within ten (10) days of the date of this Final Decision and Order. The suspension of Respondent’s registration shall remain in effect until DOR provides written notice to the board to issue or reinstate the registration of Respondent, pursuant to G.L. c. 119A, § 16(a)(3). Failure to return the registration to the Board as ordered herein shall lengthen the suspension by one day for each day that the registration remains outstanding.

Respondent is hereby notified of the right to seek judicial review of the DOR determination, as adopted by the Board, in the court where the child support order way issued or registered, pursuant to G. L. c. 119A § 16(a)(2).
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
