DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Jin Restaurant Group, LLC d.b.a. Jin Asian Cuisine violated M.G.L. Chapter 138, §64- Failure to comply with the Laws of the Commonwealth, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 151A, §15B; DUA (8 Counts); and, M.G.L. Chapter 138, §64- Failure to comply with the Laws of the Commonwealth, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 151A, §15B; DUA – Fair Share Employer Contribution (3 Counts).  


The licensee did not appear at the hearing scheduled before the Commission.


Investigator Rose Egan-Bailey entered Exhibit 13, which is a DUA Statement, dated September 21, 2009 indicating a debt of $112,157.88 owed to the DUA by Jin Restaurant Group, LLC.  She also entered a Fair Share Contribution statement of account (Exhibit 14) indicating a debt of $46,858 owed to the DUA Fair Share Contribution Program.


Roger Murphy of DUA stated he did not believe the license had any intention of paying DUA.  Millard Trayah of the Fair Share Contributions office testified that he received a check from Jin Restaurant Group, LLC but it was returned for insufficient funds.  


Based on testimony of Investigator Rose Egan-Bailey, Roger Murphy of DUA, Millard Trayah of the Fair Share Contributions office and the exhibits entered, the Commission finds the licensee violated M.G.L. Chapter 138, §64- Failure to comply with the Laws of the Commonwealth, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 151A, §15B; DUA (8 Counts); and, M.G.L. Chapter 138, §64- Failure to comply with the Laws of the Commonwealth, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 151A, §15B; DUA – Fair Share Employer Contribution (3 Counts) and, therefore, suspends the license indefinitely effective October 29, 2009.
