AMENDMENT NO. 1

to the 

INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT

between

NEW ENGLAND TELEPHONE AND TELEGRAPH COMPANY,

d/b/a

BELL ATLANTIC ‑ MASSACHUSETTS

and

SBC TELECOM, INC.


This Amendment No. 1 (this “Amendment No. 1”) is made this 7th day of June, 2000 (the “Amendment No. 1 Effective Date”), by and between New England Telephone and Telegraph Company, d/b/a Bell Atlantic – Massachusetts (“BA”), a New York Corporation with an office at 185 Franklin Street, Boston, Massachusetts 02110, and SBC Telecom, Inc.  ("SBCT"), a  Delaware corporation with offices at  175 E. Houston Street, San Antonio, Texas, 78205 (BA and SBCT being referred to individually as a "Party" and, collectively, as the "Parties").

WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, BA and SBCT are Parties to an Interconnection Agreement under Sections 251 and 252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, dated January 17, 2000, (the "Agreement"); 


WHEREAS, the Massachusetts Department of Telecommunications and Energy (the “Department”), pursuant to its Phase 4-P Order issued January 10, 2000 in the Consolidated Arbitrations (D.P.U./D.T.E. 96-73/74, 96-75, 96-80/81, 96-83, 96-94-Phase- 4-P), has required BA to provide Unbundled Network Element – Platform (“UNE-P”) combinations to requesting competitive local exchange carriers (“CLECs”);


WHEREAS, SBCT has requested that BA provide UNE-P to SBCT pursuant to the foregoing Department order; and


WHEREAS, BA will provide UNE-P to SBCT in accordance with and, subject to the terms and provisions of, BA’s UNE-P Tariff, filed as D.T.E. – Mass. – No. 17, Part B, Section 15 and Part M, Section 1.3.1, as such tariff may be modified from time to time, and the terms of this Amendment No. 1.


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual provisions contained herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1.
Provision of UNE-P Under Tariff Terms.  Upon the effectiveness of a BA Tariff under which BA is to provision UNE-P to CLECs and, upon receipt of SBCT's request for the same, BA shall provide UNE-P to SBCT on the terms of such Tariff.  In addition, until such tariff is effective, BA agrees to provide UNE-P to SBCT, upon receipt of SBCT's request for the same, on the terms of such tariff that BA has submitted to the Department.  

2.
Payment for Services Rendered Prior to the Amendment No. 1 Effective Date.  For the avoidance of any doubt, SBCT shall promptly pay, in accordance with the payment terms set forth in the BA UNE-P Tariff, charges for UNE-P (and related services) received by SBCT hereunder, to include, without limitation, such charges in respect of services received prior to the Amendment No. 1 Effective Date.  Provided, however, upon Department approval of permanent prices for UNE-P, such approved prices shall apply retroactively and the Parties shall true up the prices charged as if the permanent prices had been in effect from the outset of the UNE-P arrangement.

3.
Reservation of Rights.  Notwithstanding any provision of this Amendment No. 1 or any other term or condition of the Agreement, BA does not waive and explicitly reserves all rights to modify or discontinue the provision of UNE-P to SBCT under this Amendment to the extent that BA is not required to provide UNE-P under Applicable Law.

4.
Other Terms Not Affected.
Except for the foregoing, the terms and provisions contained in the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

5.
Counterparts.
This Amendment No. 1 may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.
