JOHN ROMANO: Seeing none, we will mark
those approved.

Okay. Going right to the main part of
the agenda here, the first item is applications for
permits: Outfront Media, LLC, digital urban panel
street furniture units. There are, I believe, eight
of these. Correct. The first one is in Medford,
Revere Beach Parkway at Rivers Edge, which is
Wellington Station. This is Application Number
2018206. Notification was sent by my office on August
10" to the mayor and the city clerk of Medford.

As you mentioned, this is a proposed
electronic street furniture to be affixed on MBTA
property, affixed on the wall, facing out towards
Revere Beach Parkway.

JOHN ROMANO: Any issues to be noted?

CHRISTOPHER CHAVES: Nothing to note.

JOHN ROMANO: Okay. Great. Oh, Chris
Chaves. I’'m sorry. I usually say it.

Okay. Angela, anything that you would
like to add to this application at this time?

ANGELA RUFO: No.

JOHN ROMANO: No? Okay. Thank you.
Does anybody have any questions, concerns, comments
from the audience?

(No response.)

JOHN ROMANO: Seeing none, we will take
this under advisement and we will get back to you.

Thank you.

Next, we have seven applications.
They’re all in the City of Boston at seven different

locations. These are also by Outfront Media, and they

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are digital urban panel street furniture units. So,
where they’re all in the City of Boston, and they’re
all the same type of unit, I am going to lump these
all together. I will identify all of the locations,
but I am going to forego asking the same questions
seven times to both the applicant and to my inspector.
If anybody has a particular gquestion about a
particular station, please feel free to ask that.

So, location one is Revere Beach
Parkway -- excuse me —-- Devonshire and Water Streets,
which is State Street Station in Boston. It’s
Application 2018207

The next one is 17 Franklin Street,
which is Downtown Crossing Station, again in the City
of Boston, Application Number 2018208.

The next, also 17 Franklin Street,
Downtown Crossing, Application 2018209.

Next is Charles Street and Cambridge
Street, which is the Charles/MGH Station in the City
of Boston, Application 2018210.

Next is Dorchester Ave. and Ashmont
Street, which is Ashmont Station, also in the City of
Boston, Application 2018211.

Next is Dorchester Ave. and Southampton

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Street, which is Andrew Station. And that’s
Application 2018212, also in the City of Boston.

And last, but not least, is Haverhill
and Cambridge Streets, which is Sullivan Station,
Application 2018213, also in the City of Boston.

Notification for all of these
applications were sent by my office on August 10™ to
the mayor and the city clerk in Boston.

Is the applicant present? This is for
all seven.

ANGELA RUFO: Yes, Angela Rufo,
Outfront Media.

JOHN ROMANO: Is there anybody here
representing the municipality?

(No response.)

JOHN ROMANO: Seeing none. Are there
any abutters present for any of the seven locations?

(No response.)

JOHN ROMANO: Is there anybody here
from the MassDOT District Office?

(No response.)

JOHN ROMANO: Is there anyone
representing Traffic Operations from MassDOT?

(No response.)

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JOHN ROMANO: No. However, again, I
did receive a memo from the State Traffic Engineer’s
Office who reviewed all seven sites and have informed
me that no traffic study will be required for any of
the seven locations.

And, again, Angela, I will ask you,
have you received any written comments in support or
opposition of any of these seven locations?

ANGELA RUFO: ©No, we have not.

JOHN ROMANO: Neither have we.

And no special permit or variance 1is
required because these are MBTA property and they are
exempt.

I will, again, ask my inspector, Chris
Chaves, to run through as a group all of the seven
locations.

CHRISTOPHER CHAVES: Just like Medford,
these are proposed electronic street furniture, all
affixed to walls on MBTA property. Nothing to note
for spacing, etc.

JOHN ROMANO: Okay. Great. Thank you,
Marc.

Angela, anything you would like to add

to any of the seven applications?
