ADEX Exam Committee Meeting and Executive Committee Meeting Updates – Dr. 
Mina Paul and Dr. Stephen DuLong


Dr. Mina Paul provided a brief description and history of ADEX and its involvement in testing candidates for initial licensure as dentists.  Dr. Paul noted ADEX is an exam and not a testing agency that was formed in 2006 and drafted the dental and dental hygiene competency exams.  Dr. Paul noted ADEX is the only exam that involves representatives of state boards that is currently accepted by 49 states and will likely be accepted by California sometime in 2019.  


Dr. Paul noted Massachusetts is part of District 10 that also includes Vermont and Maine noting her term expires in August 2019.  Dr. Paul also indicated she is currently on the ADEX board of directors and that term will expire in August 2019 as well.  Dr. Paul informed the Board Ms. Wilkie was recently appointed to the ADEX board of directors as one of its public members.  


Dr. Paul indicated ADEX recently completed an analysis of an occupational survey sent to dentists and hygienists to determine if the subjects tested on the ADEX exam matches what practitioners are doing in the field.  Dr. Paul noted ADEX has determined that changes to the dental and hygiene exams are not warranted at this time based upon that occupational survey.  Dr. Paul noted that any proposed changes to the ADEX exam won’t likely occur until 2020.  Dr. Paul also noted ADEX is currently working on including a computer-based test for periodontics.  Dr. Scialabba asked if NY accepts the ADEX exam; Dr. Paul replied not yet.  


Dr. DuLong noted the Board can send one representative to the ADEX executive committee and that the position was previously held by him but is now held by Dr. Paul.  As to the occupational survey, Dr. DuLong noted the good news is ADEX discovered the test is good as it fairly represents what dentists do in practice but noted the bad news is the ADEX grading rubric needs to be improved.  
Ms. Stultz asked about the prosthodontics section; Dr. DuLong noted it is included in the ADEX exam but the placement of implants has yet to be included in the clinical exam.  


Dr. DuLong noted the Board has voted to continue accepting the WREB exam for one year that applies to the 2019 dental school graduates.  Dr. DuLong noted that historically the Board voted to adopt the WREB in 1986 because only 13 states accepted the NERB at the time.  Dr. Paul noted states are facing pressure now to decide which exams will be acceptable but noted not all exams are equal.  Dr. Paul suggested portability of an exam for a dental school graduate should not be the Board’s primary concern noting the Board needs to be consistent in its policy.
Flex Session:

Dr. Paul noted she was appointed to the Medical Regulatory Group (MRG) as the sole dental representative and that the MRG reviews PMPs and the prescriptive practices of all physicians, advanced practice nurses, dentists, etc.  Dr. Paul noted only three dentists have been identified by the MRG to date for prescribing at an unusual rate so it is the policy of the MRG to refer those licensees to the Board for follow up.   Ms. Stultz asked if the Board has access to those parameters used by the MRG; Dr. Paul replied the MRG does not use a checklist and doesn’t always get all appropriate records.  Dr. Scialabba asked if the MRG was referring outliers; Dr. Paul replied yes but noted she does not know what info/data is sent by the MRG but she will follow up.  
2.
Ms. Stultz provided an update from the recent CODA meeting she attended.  Ms. Stultz noted much of the discussion focused on the new prometric exam soon to be offered by the ADA as an alternative to the standard clinical competency exam.  Ms. Stultz noted the decision as to when a dental student would take this exam, e.g. after their 2nd or 4th year of study, will be left to the individual dental schools.  Ms. Stultz noted California and West Virginia have decided to offer this exam to their dental students after they complete their 3rd year of study.  Dr. DuLong noted that generally dental students take the didactic exam after their 2nd year and the clinical exam after their 3rd year but noted he heard the new exam will de-emphasize the basic science section.

Dr. DuLong asked if there has been a change in the procedures post-doctoral students must undergo to sign up for the CDCA exam.  Ms. Young replied she has sent several letters to the CDCA and the WREB on behalf of those licensed post-doctoral students who request approval from the Board to take the CDCA or WREB exams.  Ms. Young noted these letters indicate the student is currently licensed by the Board, has had no disciplinary action taken against their license by the Board and thus is eligible to take the CDCA.  Ms. Young noted she occasionally receives these requests from students who have never been licensed by the Board.  In those circumstances, Ms. Young stated she informs the student that she cannot write a letter to the CDCA or WREB on behalf of the Board as the Board has no history with the student and cannot comment on the student’s eligibility.
