Mr. Mills informed the Board CITA is now part of the ADEX family and includes the WREB and CDCA exams.  Ms. Young asked the Board if they knew when current dental and dental hygiene students must decide which exam to take; Ms. Stultz replied dental hygiene students must decide approx. 90 days before the exam.  Ms. Young indicated she would add this issue to the agenda for the next Board meeting in October 2022.

Request for Waiver of Clinical Competency Exam – by Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

The licensee was present, via WebEx, for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter and answered all questions as appropriate.  


The licensee thanked the Board for the opportunity to address its members noting he is very qualified to practice as a dentist as he has held limited licenses in the Commonwealth for more than five years.  The licensee stated he is very clinically competent and noted he is also licensed in Ohio.  The licensee referenced his work as a dentist at the Brigham and Womens’ Hospital and the Dana Farber Cancer Institute and provided several testimonials as to the qualify of his clinical work from patients.  The licensee stated he is asking for an equal measure and fairness noting the Board does have a precedent in waving this licensure requirement for another dentist.

Dr. Wu asked the licensee if he holds a “full” dental license in another state; the licensee replied he does in Ohio but noted he holds a restricted license in Illinois and Massachusetts,

7. Request for Reconsideration of Request to Reactivate an Expired Dental Hygiene License – by Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH
In Re:  Helene S. Bednarsh, DH7315
The licensee was present, via WebEx, for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter and answered all questions as appropriate.  

Ms. Bednarsh thanked the Board for the opportunity to revisit her request to reactivate her expired license without having to take a dental hygiene clinical competency exam or a dental hygiene clinical refresher course.   Ms. Bednarsh indicated she reviewed the Board’s regulations after her previous appearance before the Board and noted she did not see any regulation that requires hygienists to retake a clinical competency exam when seeking reactivation of an expired license.  Ms. Bednarsh stated she did contact Ms. Joyce Turcotte about Ms. Turcotte’s refresher course but noted she does not have any dental instruments that she could use at such a course.  Ms. Bednarsh stated she believes she is not a threat to patients as she has no intention of returning to clinical practice and stated she feels she is being discriminated against by the Board.  

Ms. Stultz stated the licensee has been a hygienist for more than 48 yrs. and has not practiced clinical dental hygiene for several years.  Ms. Stultz opined Ms. Bednarsh is in a different posture than the previous licensee as that licensee was seeking to return to active clinical practice.  Further, Ms. Stultz opined the licensee has served the Commonwealth in multiple ways and suggested the Board make an exception in Ms. Bednarsh’s case.  Dr. Trowbridge agreed noting Ms. Bednarsh is not preparing to return to active clinical practice.

Flex Session:

1. Ms. Stultz asked if anyone knew what was going on with the proposed interstate compact.  Ms. Young replied she is aware of that proposal but noted it would be premature for the Board to consider this option as the language of the proposal clearly states legislative action would be required first.  Ms. Stultz asked if there was a representative from the Board on that committee; Atty. Engman replied DPH is involved and agreed it is premature for the Board to discuss this matter.
2. Ms. Stultz asked if it is permissible for hygienists and assistants to take impressions for tooth whitening trays; Drs. Wu, Scialabba and Miller replied it would be permissible.  Dr. Scialabba noted this task is already included in the Board’s delegable duties chart (at 234 CMR 5.11).  But Ms. Stultz indicated some schools have removed this task from their curriculum which only leads to decreased clinical competency.  Atty. Engman suggested this item should be added to the agenda for the next Board meeting; Ms. Young agreed and noted she would include this issue in the agenda for the Oct. 2022 Board meeting.
3. Dr. Miller asked for an update on the status of the “Patients First” legislation; Atty. Engman replied the implementation of this bill has been delayed.  Dr. Trowbridge agreed noting the new implementation date is January 2025.  
4. Dr. Trowbridge asked if the issue of expanding the current staff action policy for unlicensed practice could be added to the agenda for the October 2022 Board meeting; Ms. Young agreed.
5. Dr. Wu asked if the Board needs to vote to approve the return to in person meetings; Dr. Scialabba replied that vote is not necessary.  Dr. Trowbridge agreed noting the approval virtual meetings will eventually expire.  Ms. Young asked about the Open Meeting Law (OML) extension; Atty. Engman replied the provision of the OML that permits virtual meetings has been extended until 12/31/23 and that a hybrid model may be permissible.
