DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Boyzzi, Inc. d.b.a. Rovezzi’s Restaurant violated Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under 22A (143 counts).  


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s report. Investigator Doyle testified that on April 2, 2009 he and Investigator Hooton investigated the business operation of Boyzzi, Inc. based on a complaint that the licensee was purchasing his alcohol from a retail package store.  The Investigators conducted an inspection of the bar area and found two (2) bottles with torn off retail package store stickers affixed to the bottles.  These bottle were entered into evidence and were identified as one (1) 750 ml of J & B Whiskey and one (1) 750 ml of Bakers Bourbon.  Subsequent to this, the Investigators identified themselves to the owner and requested receipts from package stores.  The licensee did, in fact, provide the Investigators with receipts from a package store totaling $395.63.  


After receiving these receipts, the Investigators went to the package store and asked for receipts or purchases made by Rovezzi’s Restaurant.  The owner of the package store produced receipts totaling $2,413.00.  The owner was informed that the practice must stop.  


The Investigator produced all of these receipts to the Commission for review.  The licensee admitted that he was unaware one of his clerks had set up an account with the package store but took full responsibility for the violation.  He has owned the establishment for 8 years without any violations. 


The Commission finds the licensee in violation of Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under 22A (143 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 5 days of which 2 days will be held in abeyance for a period of 2 years provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
