DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Bosse Sports & Health Club, LLC violated Ch. 138 §23- Sale of Alcoholic Beverages other than those purchased from a licensee under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under §22A (6 counts).  


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report.  Investigator Jan Kujawski testified that on June 5, 2009 he and Investigators Keefe and Bailey investigated the business operation of Bosse Sports & Health Club, LLC.  They entered the establishment, identified themselves and asked to see the inventory of alcohol at the licensed premises.  The manager then informed the Investigators that he usually purchased liquors from a local liquor store.


He was then informed that he could not purchase alcoholic beverages from liquor stores and that he was engaging in illegal practice.


The Investigators then reviewed the alcoholic beverage inventory and removed six (6) bottles that were purchased from other than a licensee under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under §22A.


The Commission performed an administrative review of the file and found that this is his first violation.


The Commission finds the licensee in violation of Ch. 138 §23- Sale of Alcoholic Beverages other than those purchased from a licensee under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special permit under §22A (6 counts) and, therefore, issues a warning.
