DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Lee and Juan, Inc. d.b.a. Jade East was in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §34C- Persons under the age of 21 in possession of an alcoholic beverage (3 counts).


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s and the Tewksbury Police Department’s report.  On June 12, 2009, at approximately 10:25 p.m., Investigators Wilichoski and Hitchman entered the Jade East to determine how it conducted its business operation.  Upon entering the establishment, they observed several youthful looking patrons sitting in the bar area all in possession of alcoholic beverages. 


At 10:40 p.m., the Investigator’s re-entered the establishment and observed three youthful looking patrons sitting at a table all in possession of alcoholic beverages.  The Investigators approached the individuals and found that the male (d.o.b. 12/26/1989) and females (d.o.b. 6/26/1989 and 10/17/1988) all used false identification.


An administrative review of the licensee’s file reveals that this was the second violation.  The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §34C- Persons under the age of 21 in possession of an alcoholic beverage (3 counts) and, therefore suspends the license for 11 days.
