Subject:  Comments on Revisions to 105 CMR 590 aka 

“Minimum Sanitation Standards for Food Establishments aka

State Sanitary Code, Chapter X

590.010(C) Temporary Food Establishments (1) exempts from permitting the sale of “whole, uncut fresh fruits and vegetables”. Since three (3) other categories of food are also exempt from regulation 

(See 590.010 (D)(1)) and are not proposed for change they should be included in this exemption. Separating one or more foods from one type of food establishment leads to confusion on the part of consumers, vendors, regulators, and Board of Health members. The three (3) other foods are maple syrup, unprocessed honey,  or raw honey as defined by the Natural Honey Board, and farm fresh eggs which are stored and maintained at <45F (7.2C).
590.010(C) Temporary Food Establishments (2)(d) sets a maximum of 24 hours for the correction of all violations. Given the breadth of this Code, I propose the second sentence read: “… maximum of 24 hours or a reasonable time so deemed by the Local Board of Health.”  .
