Yes, you can be enrolled in the Waiver Program and still receive other Medicaid Program services such as medical care, nursing care, home health aides, personal care attendant services and any other medically necessary service that is available through the Medicaid Program State Plan.

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If your needs change, you will be referred for an assessment to determine if you need additional or different services.





DDS will work with you and your family to determine if you need to enroll in the waiver program to obtain or keep services from DDS.  If you do, but choose not to enroll at that time, DDS may not be able to offer you some services you requested.  If you or your family believes that ineligibility is due to assets, staff from DDS will assist you in a resolution.





If your application for the Waiver Program is denied, you are entitled to appeal the decision and to have a fair hearing.

Intensive Supports Waiver





The Intensive Supports Waiver is for individuals who need supervision and support, 24 hours a day, seven days a week due to significant behavioral, medical, and/or physical support needs and the absence of available, natural, generic and Medicaid services. Waiver services offered may differ depending on location of waiver participant:

What are the DDS Waivers and What Services are Offered?








To be eligible for the Waiver Program, you must meet Federal Waiver Program requirements:





Be a person with intellectual disability as determined by DDS


Be eligible for and enrolled in the correct category of Medicaid


Be at Least 22 years of age or older


Be eligible for admission to an Intermediate Care Facility for Individuals with Intellectual Disability (ICF/ID) 


Agree that you want to receive services in the community rather than in an institution


Be assessed by DDS to need one or more Waiver Program services


Additional criteria may apply





DDS offers three Adult Waiver Programs: Adult Supports Waiver, Community Living Waiver and Intensive Supports Waiver Program





The Adult Supports and Community Living Waiver programs have similar services which differ by the intensity of need of the individual and individual’s location. Individuals in the Adult Supports Waiver can live in their own home or apartment or family home due to the combination of a strong natural/informal generic and Medicaid services. 





The Community Living Waiver is for individuals who can live in their family home, in the home of someone else, or their own home and do not need supervision 24 hours a day, seven days a week due to the combination of natural, generic and Medicaid services

You may request to be enrolled on a waiver or request to be enrolled in a different waiver at any time by filing a waiver application.  If you are not currently on a waiver, meeting criteria does not guarantee access to waiver services.  Each waiver has a limit on the number of people who can be served in a waiver year.  In addition, DDS has the authority to limit enrollment into the waivers based on availability of funding for new waiver participants.





The Waiver Program is the primary way you or your family member receive services from DDS. The Waiver is a federal state partnership. The Waiver is a program run by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts through MassHealth that pays for health care for people living in Massachusetts who have medium, low, or no income.





It’s easy.  If you are interested in applying, you need to fill out a waiver application. Your DDS Area Office can help you.  DDS will conduct an assessment of your needs, assign you a priority for services, and will send you a letter to let you know if you are eligible for one of the waiver programs.
