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FOLLOW THESE STEPS:

m Attach your Visor Card to the driver’s
side sun visor.

® Open your driver's side window.
If it is dark, turn on your vehicle’s
dome light.

= Place both hands near the top of the
steering wheel. Do NOT reach
around the car.

indicate that you are Deaf or hard of
hearing, if you wish.

Then point to your Visor Card and
remove it from the sun visor and
hand it to the officer.

® The officer can use the Visor Card to
instruct you on what to do next. The
pictures on the card can help both of
you communicate better.
