DECISION


Tee T’s Restaurant, Inc. (“the licensee”) holds an all alcohol license issued pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §12.  The Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission (“the Commission”) held a hearing on June 1, 2010 regarding an alleged violation of Massachusetts General Law c. 138, §64, which resulted in an indefinite suspension.  On June 16, 2010 a hearing was held by the Commission on the request of the Licensee to reinstate the license.

2. Commission Decision date June 11, 2010; 

3. Good Standing Letter dated June 14, 2010; 

4. Notice of Hearing for June 1, 2010 dated May 13, 2010; and,

There is one (1) tape of this hearing.

Facts

1. The licensee failed to appear before the Commission for the hearing held on June 1, 2010.  

2. Roger Murphy of the Massachusetts Division of Unemployment Assistance (“DUA”) appeared and testified at the June 1, 2010 hearing that DUA and the licensee had been unable to reach an agreement.  

3. The license was indefinitely suspended on June 11, 2010 for failure to comply with Massachusetts General Laws c. 138, §64.

4. On June 14, 2010, DUA notified the Commission that the licensee had paid in full and was in compliance with Massachusetts General Laws c. 138, §64.  

5. The Commission held a reinstatement hearing on June 16, 2010.  

Conclusion


Based on the evidence and testimony of DUA, the Commission finds the licensee Massachusetts General Laws c. 138, §64 and, therefore, suspends the license for fourteen (14) days, of which six (6) days having been served, the remaining eight (8) days will be held in abeyance for a period of two (2) years.  The license of Tee T’s Restaurant, Inc. is reinstated effective June 17, 2010.
