DECISION


Tee T’s Restaurant, Inc. (“the licensee”) holds an all alcohol license issued pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §12.  The Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission (“the Commission”) held a hearing on June 1, 2010 regarding an alleged violation of Massachusetts General Laws c. 151A, §14.
