DECISION


This was an appeal from the action of the Licensing Board of the Town of Wareham in revoking the Year Round Common Victualer All Alcoholic Beverages License of The Clermont Group d.b.a. Webster Hall Restaurant.   The licensee failed to appear at the hearing.  Counsel for the licensee appeared for the licensee.  Counsel represented to the Commission that he had been unsuccessful in trying to reach his client.  He also testified the he had been trying to contact his client for months to no avail.  


The Wareham Board of Selectmen voted on February 10, 2009 to revoke the Year Round Common Victualer All Alcoholic Beverages License based on the fact that the licensee ceased to conduct the licensed business, failed to pick up the 2009 liquor license, failed to open as described in the license and failed to pay municipal fees.  


At the Town hearing, the landlord of the property informed the Town that the licensee had been evicted from the licensed premises and that the licensee was locked out of the premises.  


The licensee had opportunity to appeal the decision of the Local Board to the A.B.C.C. within five days of the receipt of the letter dated February 11, 2009.  An appeal was filed but communication ceased and the Counsel unfortunately was unable to present his case without his client.  

The Commission DENIES the appeal by the licensee and approves the action of the Local Board in revoking the Year Round Common Victualer All Alcoholic Beverages License of The Clermont Group d.b.a. Webster Hall Restaurant.
