DECISION

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether G. N. Enterprises, Inc. d.b.a. West Newbury Pizza violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (1 count).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator Compliance Check Field Report dated April 16, 2009.  On April 16, 2009 at approximately 5:39 p.m., an underage operative (d.o.b. 6/2/1988) entered the establishment of West Newbury Pizza and purchased a 12 oz bottle of Bud.  At no point in time was the underage operative asked for identification.


An administrative review of the licensee’s file indicated that the licensee has been in business for seven years without any violations.  The clerk on duty, the owner accepted full responsibility for his actions.  He stated that he plans on getting Server Training Certified and will be even more stringent than before in asking for identification, even though they were very strict before.  Subsequent to this violation they have been asking for everyone’s identification.

The Commission finds that the Licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (2 counts) and, therefore, issues a warning.
