DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether NBG, Inc. d.b.a. Basta Bar & Grill violated Ch. 138, §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (1 count); and, 204 CMR 4.03 (b)- deliver more than two drinks to one person at one time.  


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s report.  Investigator Michael Teehan testified that on December 12, 2008 at approximately 10:15 p.m., Investigators Capurso and Teehan entered Basta Bar & Grill and sat at a table near the bar area.  While seated, the Investigators observed an individual, who according to their training and experience appeared intoxicated.  The individual’s date of birth is 12/15/1984.  He was in possession of a Bass draft beer.  They observed him to be staggering and unsteady on his feet.  At approximately 11:35 p.m., that same individual was served a Bass draft beer and was observed drinking it.  Approximately fifteen minutes later, another male individual went to the bar, received two draft beers and a bottle of beer and gave one of the drafts beers to the intoxicated male.  


Subsequent to this, an argument ensued between the intoxicated male and another male at the bar.  The Investigators identified themselves and then call the Weymouth Police for assistance.  


An administrative review was conducted of the file and found that there was one violation in the licensee’s four years of ownership.  


The Commission finds that the licensee violated Ch. 138, §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (1 count); and, 204 CMR 4.03 (b)- deliver more than two drinks to one person at one time and, therefore, suspends the licensee’s license for a period of 7 days.
