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WIC Advisory Council

PURPOSE
To provide advisory opinion to the state WIC Office on policy for the Massachusetts WIC Program.

MEMBERSHIP
To be selected by the WIC Director and comprise a broad group of active public and state representatives. The advisory board must be composed of at least sixteen individuals:

· Four current/past WIC participants from geographically diverse parts of Massachusetts.

· Six individuals who provide goods or services to WIC Program participants, such as medical professionals, nurse practitioners and food vendors.

· Six representatives of the General Court, the Massachusetts Nutrition Board or the Bureau of Family Health and Nutrition, the Department of Transitional Assistance, the Massachusetts Association of WIC Directors, the Massachusetts Association of WIC Nutritionists and a non-profit hunger relief organization.

Two years.

MEETINGS

Biannual.

FUNDING
The WIC Program budget will provide the staff and funds necessary for Council meetings. Participant members will be reimbursed for transportation and childcare.
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
